Because you can read this means that someone(s) took the time and effort to teach you how to 
read.  What a blessing.  Can you imagine your life as an adult if you could not read a prescription 
bottle, or a job application or instructions on how to put together that new bike you just bought for 
your grandchild?  
   
ñAccording to the National Adult Literacy Survey, 42 million adult Americans can't read; 50 million 
can recognize so few printed words they are limited to a 4th or 5th grade reading level; one out of 
every four teenagers drops out of high school, and of those who graduate, one out of every four has 
the equivalent or less of an eighth grade education.  According to current estimates, the number of 
functionally illiterate adults is increasing by approximately two and one quarter million persons each 
year.ò  (from the National Right to Read Foundation) 
 
Every time you save a box top, donate to a school, read to a child or tutor an adult poor reader you 
open the door to a better life for one of these 42 million Americans. Mother Teresa said, ñIf you can't 
feed a hundred people, then feed just one.ò  If you canôt tutor an adult, read to a child.  If you canôt 
read to a child, then save a box top or a soup label.  These enable others to have the resources to 
do the tutoring, teaching and reading.   It does matter! 
 
Keep up all the hard work you are doing to help reduce illiteracy in America.  Make sure to turn your 
reports in on time to your province representative.
